A new compound has been shown to be active against hepatitis B virus (HBV) in laboratory experiments the Hepatitis B Foundation announced today. The discovery, reported in the June issue of Hepatology, may eventually offer an alternative to existing therapies that can lose efficacy as resistance develops. The studies of the new compound, so far, have been limited to laboratory experiments. The true usefulness of this approach will not be known until much more work is done. Worldwide, an estimated 400 million people are chronically infected with hepatitis B, and between 15 and 40 percent of these individuals will die, if left untreated, from serious liver diseases. It is over 100 times more contagious than the AIDS virus.
